• Jesus first describes the seed that has fallen on the path.  How have you seen truth snatched away 

form you? 

• Second, Jesus talks about the seed that falls on rocky ground.  How do troubles and concerns 

cause us to fall away? 

• Jesus describes the seed that fell among thorns.  How do the worries of this life and the 

deceitfulness of wealth choke the word in our life? 

• Jesus describes the good soil that sees increase.  What does that mean?  How will it be evident in 

our life? 

• What are some practical ways to keep negative spiritual drift from happening in our lives? 

• What do you need to apply in your life?
